¢ Adult employees whose companies have partnered with CCD to provide
training for their career advancement.

As a comprehensive community college, CCD serves the academic, career and
workforce needs of the community, Specifically, this includes adult education
(GED/ESL), remediation, transfer, career and technical education, economic
development/workforce, and corporate training.
