All students
admitted into the CCD Nursing Programs will now be evaluated within the framework of our competitive
entry requirements; thus, CCD no longer has a waitlist for the Nursing Programs.

To be considered for admission to one of the Nursing Programs, prospective students must complete
the Nursing Programs Application Packet. Only students who have attained the minimum test scores
and pre-requisite grade point average (GPA) will be considered for admission. Applicants who meet the
minimum qualifications will be ranked based on test scores, GPA, letters of reference, previous
educational background, healthcare experience, and other attributes. The top ranked students will be
offered admission to the Nursing Program.

The third Reference Evaluation should be filled out by
either a second instructor or a second supervisor. If a second instructor or supervisor is not
available, the third Reference Evaluation should be completed by someone other than a friend or
family member.

ABILITY TO PERFORM NURSING TASKS

Please be advised that all students must meet the following minimum physical requirements to
successfully complete clinical rotations in the CCD Nursing Program.

1. Work for 12 or more hours in a standing position and do frequent walking and stair
climbing.

2. Lift and transfer adult patients up to 6 inches from a stooped position; then, push or pull
the adult up to 3 feet.

3. Lift and transfer adult patients from a stooped to an upright position to accomplish bed-
to-chair and chair-to-bed transfers.

4. Physically apply up to 10 pounds of pressure to bleeding sites or in performing CPR.

5. Immediately respond and react to auditory instructions/requests, monitor equipment
and perform auditory auscultation without auditory impediment.

6. Perform a clinical laboratory experience for up to 12-hour duration, including standing
for up to 4 hours at a time.

7. Perform close and distant visual activities involving objects, persons, and paperwork, as
well as discriminate depth perception.

8. Discriminate between rough/smooth and hot/cold when using hands.

9. Manipulate small objects in precise movements; for example, prepare and administer
injectable medications.

10. Communicate intelligibly in English, both orally and in writing.

Please Note: As a student nurse you will be exposed to latex gloves and other products
containing natural rubber latex which may cause allergic reactions such as skin rashes; hives;
nasal, eye or sinus symptoms; asthma; and (rarely) shock.

Please carefully consider any physical limitations you may have. If you have a diagnosed
disability that may prevent you from carrying out any of these physical expectations, please
discuss your situation with the Program Chair. Students who enter the program do so with the
understanding that they will be expected to meet course requirements, with or without any
reasonable accommodations. Admitted students who have a disability will be referred to the
Center for Persons with Disabilities to determine if accommodations can be made. Inability to
carry out any of the above activities while in the program may prevent completion of the
program.
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LIST OF DISQUALIFYING OFFENSES

The Colorado Community College System (CCCS) and the State Board for Community Colleges
and Occupational Education authorize the Nursing Programs to conduct a background
investigation of all student applicants. The clinical sites used in the Nursing Programs require
background checks of all potential interns. The purpose is to maintain a safe and productive
educational and clinical environment. New students who refuse to comply with the background
investigation will not be allowed to enter a CCCS Nursing Program.

An Applicant will be disqualified from a CCCS nursing program based on the following
guidelines:

e Any violent felony convictions of homicide. (No time limit)

» Crimes of violence (assault, sexual offenses, arson, kidnapping, any crime against an at-risk
adult or juvenile, etc.) as defined in section 18-1.3-406 C.R.S. in the 10 years immediately
preceding the submittal of application.

* Any offense involving unlawful sexual behavior in the 10 years immediately preceding the
submittal of application.

e Any crime, the underlying basis of which has been found by the court on the record to include
an act of domestic violence, as defined in section 18-6-800.3 C.R.S. in the 7 years immediately
preceding the submittal of application.

* Any crime of child abuse, as defined in section 18-6-401 C.R.S. in the 7 years immediately
preceding the submittal of application.

e Any crime related to the sale, possession, distribution or transfer of narcotics or controlled
substances in the 7 years immediately preceding the submittal of application.

e Any felony theft crimes in the 7 years immediately preceding the submittal of application.

e Any misdemeanor theft crimes in the 5 years immediately preceding the submittal of
application.

e Any offense of sexual assault on a client by a psychotherapist, as defined in section 18-3-
405.5 C.R.S. in the 7 years immediately preceding the submittal of application.

e Crimes of moral turpitude (prostitution, public lewdness/exposure, etc.) in the 7 years
immediately preceding the submittal of application.

» Registered Sex Offenders. (No time limit)

* Any offense in another state, the elements of which are substantially similar to the elements
of any of the above offenses.

® More than one (1) D.U.l. in the 7 years immediately preceding the submittal of application.

If the investigation reveals information that could be relevant to the application, the designated

individual responsible for background checks may request additional information from the
applicant. The offense shall be reviewed on a case by case basis.
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Students who have successfully completed the terms of a deferred adjudication agreement will
not be disqualified.

If any applicant feels the criminal background check is inaccurate, they may appeal the decision
and request a review with the specific community college applied at. It is the applicant’s
burden to produce substantial evidence that proves the crimes charged are incorrect.

e English: (55 Questions, 65 Minutes)

The Critical Thinking Test (40 Questions, 40 Minutes) is a separate test, but must be taken with the
TEAS test.

e Calculators are NOT allowed. Scratch paper will be provided.

e Study Guides and Practice Tests are available at www.atitesting.com.

e Avalid government issued photo I.D. and a $75 fee are required.

CCD Testing Fee:

A $75 fee for the TEAS test must be paid at the time of the test. We accept Visa, MasterCard,
Discover, check, money order, or cash at CCD. You must pay this fee at the Cashier’s office (303-556-
2075), SO 136, prior to your test. Be sure to bring your receipt.
