Davidson began her career as an Air Force officer  
and cargo pilot. She was a distinguished graduate  
of the Air Force Squadron Officer School and was  
the first woman to fly the Air Force’s tactical C-130.

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as the 32nd undersecretary of the U.S. Navy,  
appointed by then-President Barack Obama.

She has taught at George Mason University, 
Georgetown University, Davidson College, and 
various professional military schools, and was an 
aviation and aerobatics flight instructor at the U.S. 
Air Force Academy. She returned to the classroom 
in 2020 at MSU Denver, co-teaching a course on 
the philosophical and legal origins of freedom of 
speech in the United States.
